Speaking & Listening

Reading & Phonics

He parti ci-
pates well in guided conversations and is willing to contribute to class activities. Occasionally, he struggles to recall specific
vocabulary or apply grammar structures consistently during spontaneous speaking tasks. With regular review and continued
practice, his confidence in expressing himself independently will continue to grow.

Overall Strengths

Nine has shown improved focus in class, which has had a very positive effect on his learning and overall progress. When he
arrives on time and remains attentive, he often demonstrates clear weekly improvement across all skill areas. He is a motivat ed
learner who responds well to guidance and encouragement, and he has strong potential to continue developing in all areas
with consistent effort and concentration.
