Speaking & Listening: 
This is always a fun and energetic class, and both Ikkyu and View contribute positively to the learning atmosphere. Ikkyu is es-
pecially keen to speak and regularly volunteers answers and opinions. His enthusiasm allows him to practise frequently, and as 
a result, he is constantly improving in both confidence and fluency. View demonstrates high-level English skills and speaks with 
strong vocabulary and clear pronunciation. When she attends and is engaged, she contributes thoughtful and well-developed 
responses. Continued consistent participation will help both students strengthen their already developing communication 
skills. 

Reading & Phonics: 
Ikkyu has shown steady progress in reading and is becoming more confident when reading aloud. He is improving in recognis-
ing phonics patterns and applying them to unfamiliar words. His willingness to try challenging texts supports his continued 
growth. View demonstrates strong reading comprehension and is able to understand texts quickly and accurately. Her vocabu-
lary knowledge is a clear strength. For both students, regular reading practice will further enhance fluency, expression, and 
deeper comprehension skills. 

Grammar & Writing: 
Ikkyu is developing a stronger understanding of sentence structure and basic grammar rules. His writing is becoming clearer 
and more organised as he gains confidence. With continued practice and careful proofreading, he will continue to improve 
steadily. View shows a high level of grammatical understanding and can produce well-structured, accurate written work. How-
ever, more consistent attendance would allow her to fully apply and extend these skills through regular practice and feedback. 

Personal Expression & Conversation: 
Ikkyu enjoys classroom interaction and brings enthusiasm and positivity to discussions. His confidence in speaking is growing 
each week, and he benefits greatly from active participation. View is capable of expressing complex ideas clearly and natural ly. 
She demonstrates maturity in conversation and strong overall language control. Attending class more regularly would allow her  
to build greater consistency and maintain strong progress over time. 

Overall Strengths: 
Both Ikkyu and View are bright and capable students who make this class enjoyable and engaging. Ikkyu ’s eagerness to speak 
and willingness to participate are wonderful strengths that are leading to constant improvement. View ’s high level of English 
ability and strong communication skills set her apart academically. Together, they create a positive and lively classroom dy-
namic. 

Recommendations for Improvement: 
Ikkyu should continue taking every opportunity to speak and challenge himself with new vocabulary and longer responses. 
View would benefit greatly from more regular attendance to ensure steady and continuous progress. For both students, re-
viewing course materials on the website, maintaining consistent study habits, and practising reading and short writing tasks 
each week will help them achieve their full potential.
